15-minute lesson ($204 per semester, 17 lessons) 
30-minute lesson ($408 per semester, 17 lessons) 
45-minute lesson ($612 per semester, 17 lessons) 
60-minute lesson ($816 per semester, 17 lessons) 
$29 per 1/2 hour for lessons on an ad-hoc basis 
 

Payment in full is expected prior to the first lesson of the 
semester. A payment plan is available. Please contact the 
Campanile Center office for arrangements to set up a plan 
that works for you. In the event the student’s account 
becomes past due, lessons will be suspended until payment 
is made in full. Accounts with credits & zero balances will not 
receive an invoice.  Dormant accounts will be purged after 
one year of inactivity. A credit card number on file is 
required for all students. If an invoice is over 30 days past 
due, the credit card will be charged and an additional fee of 
$25 will be assessed. A $35 fee will be charged for any 
returned checks. Financial Aid is available, for more details 
please complete the Financial Aid Assistance Form.

Excused Absence Policy 
The Campanile requires 24 hours advanced notice for any 
absence except under the following circumstances:  
1. Student Illness– Notice to the office and teacher before 
12pm on the day of lesson. 
2. Death in the Student’s Immediate Family-Notice to the 
office and teacher at the earliest opportunity prior to 
lesson. 
 

Request for Schedule Change 
Once the semester has started, available lesson times are 
limited. The Campanile cannot guarantee that we will be 
able to accommodate requests for schedule changes. Our 
faculty and staff will make every attempt to accommodate 
your request. 
 

Weather-Related Closures 
If the Director closes the Campanile Center for safety 
reasons or inclement weather, the Campanile will attempt 
to schedule a makeup lesson or will credit the student’s 
account for the canceled lessons.
